7 Requirements for COVID-19 Safety in Agriculture

Requirement #3: Frequent Cleaning & Disinfecting
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Employers are required to ensure frequent and adequate cleaning and disinfecting of commonly touched surfaces and items &
ensure workers have enough cleaning supplies.

This is the third of 7 requirements for COVID-19 Safety in Agriculture from the WA State Department of Labor & Industries.

For adequate cleaning and disinfecting in the workplace:

/Provide Cleaning Supplies

Provide appropriate & sufficient cleaning ‘
supplies for scheduled and, when necessary, \

«Establish a housekeeping schedule

Establish a housekeeping schedule to
ensure regular, frequent, & periodic
cleaning and disinfecting every day.
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spot cleaning, and thorough disinfection after
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a suspected or confirmed coronavirus case.

/Ensure Regular Cleaning & Disinfection

Ensure floors, counters, surfaces, door handles, tools,
and other items & surfaces are regularly & properly
cleaned & disinfected with EPA-approved —
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JDisinfect Transportation & Work Vehicles

disinfectants (see Resource section below).

Make sure shared vehicle interiors, steering wheels,
door handles, clutches, & more are disinfected after

each person's use.
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Suggestions for the Workplace

1.Wash and rinse visible dirt/debris from
equipment, tools, and other items before
disinfecting.

2.Cover fabric and rough surfaces with smooth
materials so they are easier to clean.

3.Follow cleaning guidelines set by the CDC & EPA.

/Follow Cleaning Procedures & Use PPE

Be sure employees follow effective cleaning procedures
& use protective gloves and eye/face protection (face

shields and/or goggles) when mixing, spraying, & wiping
with liquid cleaning products like diluted bleached.
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/Keep SDS and Follow the Label

1.Keep all safety data sheets (SDS) for all disinfectants
& cleaning chemicals on site.

2.Don’t mix chemicals — many are incompatible. Be
sure to use chemicals per manufacturer label
directions.
